Introduction 
• Located down a private single-track lane with locked gate at the top of the track at the 

Home Farm entrance. 
• Parking for vehicles. 
• The Cottage is located at Dinefwr and is a self-catering Cottage accommodating up to 8 

people: all situated on the first floor: there are 4 bedrooms (2 accommodate 4 people with 
twin single beds, and 2 accommodate 4 people with double beds), 4 bathrooms (1 on the 
ground floor, 1 on the first floor and both double rooms are en-suite) 

• It has a wood-burning stove.  
• The cottage is located in farmland with beautiful open views.

• Bring torch if arriving in dark, as there are no streetlights here.  

 
Getting in (and out) of the cottage 
 

• The side door has a clear opening width of 780mm  
• Inner hall door leading to kitchen has a clear opening width of 750mm 
• The front door has a clear opening width of 760mm 
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Getting around the cottage 

Ground Floor 
 

• The floors are tiled in the kitchen/dining room and living room areas with an area rug in the 
living room, lino in the bathroom and carpet in the reading room. 

• Curved staircase leading to first floor. 

Utility Room 
 

• Door into utility room is 750mm wide 
• Slate worktop 930mm high 
• Ceiling light  
• Sink 880mm high to rim  
• Sink has pillar taps 
• Fridge/freezer and boiler, washing machine 

 Bathroom 1 (right) 
 

• Door into bathroom is 640mm wide 
• Door into shower cubicle 380mm wide 
• WC, sink, shower cubicle 
• WC seat height is 420mm 
• Step into shower cubicle 280mm 
• Sink has pillar taps 
• Ceiling light 

Kitchen  

• Open plan with dining room 
• Wooden worktop 920mm high  
• Sink 870mm high to rim  
• Electric cooker with hob 
• Fridge, dishwasher, cordless kettle, toaster, microwave 
• Ceiling lights 
• Entrance from dining area 1320mm wide on level ground 

Dining Room  
 

• Open plan with kitchen 
• Wooden dining table with 8 upright chairs, 2 with arms 
• Table is 770mm high with 730mm clear knee space underneath at the ends, 590mm clear 

knee space underneath at table sides 
• Radio/CD player  
• Chairs have seat height of 470mm  
• Ceiling lights 
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Living Room 

• Door into living room from kitchen is 740mm wide 
• Door into hallway from living room is 680mm wide 
• Two three seater sofas, seat height is 480mm 
• Two arm chairs, seat height is 420mm  
• TV/DVD  
• Wood burning stove 
• Freestanding lamp and ceiling lights  
• Writing bureau 
• Wooden chest 

Reading Room 

• Door into reading room is 730mm wide 
• One wing back arm chair, seat height is 460mm 
• One arm chair, seat height is 450mm 
• Side table 
• Bookcase 
• Ceiling light  

 

First Floor 

• The floors are wooden in all the bedrooms and corridor, lino in the bathrooms (including the 
en suites) 

1st Bedroom (left) 

• Door into bedroom is 740mm wide 
• 2 x single beds 
• Bed height 620mm 
• One chest of drawers with reading lamp 
• Wicker chair, seat height is 440mm 
• Ceiling lights 

2nd Bedroom (right) 
 

• Door into bedroom is 730mm wide  
• 2x single beds 
• One bedside table with reading lamp 
• Chest of drawers 
• Straight back chair, seat height is 460mm  
• Ceiling lights 
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Bathroom 2 (right) 
 

• Door into bathroom is 710mm wide 
• WC, sink, bath 
• WC seat height is 420mm 
• Sink has pillar taps 
• Bath has mixer taps and shower head 
• Heated towel rail 
• Ceiling lights 

 
Bedroom 3 (end of corridor right with en suite) 
 

• Door into bedroom is 720mm wide  
• Double bed 640mm high  
• Bedside table with reading lamp 
• Wash stand used as a side table with a reading lamp and a mirror 
• Double wardrobe 
• Straight back chair with arms 460mm 
• Ceiling lights 

Bathroom 3 en-suite (end of corridor right) 
 

• Door into bathroom is 710mm wide 
• WC, sink, shower 
• WC seat height is 410mm   
• Sink with pillar taps 
• Door into shower is 500mm wide 
• Step into shower is 310mm high 
• Heated towel rail 
• Ceiling lights 

Bedroom 4 with en-suite (end of corridor left) 

• Door into bedroom is 720mm wide 
• Double bed 650mm high   
• Bedside table with reading lamp 
• Bedside cabinet with drawers and reading lamp 
• Chest of drawers 
• Straight back chair, seat height is 460mm 
• Ceiling lights 
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Bathroom 4 en-suite (end of corridor left) 

• Door into bathroom is 630mm wide 
• WC, sink, shower 
• WC seat height is 420mm 
• Sink with pillar taps 
• Door into shower is 640mm wide 
• Step into shower is 280mm 
• Heated towel rail 
• Ceiling lights 

Garden  

• Set in its own garden with beautiful views of the farmland. 
• There is a seating area outside

• Central heating from oil 
• Wood-burning stove in living room  
• Assistance and pet dogs are welcome at this cottage 
• In the event of a fire, it is the responsibility of the guests to evacuate themselves. Please 

contact us if you have any specific access requirements in this respect.
