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Did you know? In the Bronze

Age, people used bluebell glue
to attach feathers to their arrow.

Bluebell

The flowers are bell-shaped and can be blue, white
or pink, we have all 3 colours at Arlington. They can
be seen flowering in spring, mid-April to late May.

Attracts: Bees, hoverflies, butterflies and other
insects. Their flowers provide an important early
source of nectar.

Bees can ‘steal’ the nectar from bluebells flowers by
biting a hole in the bottom of the bell, reaching the
nectar without pollinating the flower.

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Primrose

A hardy little plant that lowers from as
early as December in mild years, appearing
all the way through the spring until May. We
have pink and yellow varieties at Arlington.

Did you know? The Latin name
for the primrose is Primula and
originates from the word ‘primus’

which means ‘“first’ or ‘early’,
which refers to the fact that the
primrose is one of the first plants
that bloom in the spring.

Attracts: Bees, butterflies/moths and
other pollinators and has nectar/pollen rich
flowers, also a food for caterpillars.

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Rhododendron
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Did you know? Rhododendron is
also known as ‘rose tree’ because
it often produces flowers in

Here at Arlington we have a variety of rhododendron
plants, some quite large. All of them produce
beautiful displays of colour once in flower —deep
pink, light pink, white and purple.

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Celandine

Part of the buttercup family with bright
yellow star like flowers with glossy
leaves shaped like hearts and in bloom
from March or April.

Did you know? It was
once thought that you
could use lesser celandine

to predict the weather
as they close their petals
before raindrops.

Attracts: A good early source of pollen
and nectar for queen bumblebees and
other pollinating insects.
