There are no reception facilities. Visitors are welcome to self-guide their visit. There is an information panel available.
House

The pathway to the house from the road is approx.100 yards and consists of gravel and uneven paving. There are steps up to this and into the rooms, with no ramped access. 

The entrance doorway is accessed via steps and is 97cm wide. 

There are no wheelchairs available for loan. There is no induction loop. 

The rooms do not contain soft furnishings or collections. 

All doorways are wider than 750mm.

Light levels are quite low, with natural light only.  

There are no seats for visitors to use in the house.  

There is an uneven grassed area in front of the barn. 

Courtyard

This is an open area with walls/buildings on all sides. The ground in this area can be uneven. 
Dovecote

The path to the dovecote is grassed and uneven. The pathway demarcated by posts and ropes. There is a step down into the dovecote. The building has a low curved ceiling.
